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SNOW LEOPARDS IN PERIL

Extremely elusive, the snow leopard roams the
cold, forbidding mountains of Central Asia.
Though respected by local herding communities,
the cats are frequently hunted in retaliation for
livestock losses. Others see them as a source of
income—their bones and pelts bring high prices
on the black market.

Today we estimate as few as 3,500 of these cats
remain in the wild, and their numbers continue
to decline...
